WARG
Characters: Skoll and his daughter, The warg (Hati), The warg’s child(ren)

Environment: winter, snowy forest and mountain terrain

Beats:
1) Men fighting warg beasts
[title sequence]

2) Skoll and his daughter are returning home after a hunting excursion. They travel along a mountain path and a village can be seen from where they are, off in the distance.

3) Skoll and his daughter are knocked of the cliff ledge (either via natural occurrence such as  crumbling rocks, or due to an indirect encounter with a warg).

[cut to black]

4) Skoll wakes to find a monstrous figure looming over him. He lashes out but it’s just a crow. We see that he is at the base of the cliff on a river bank, a little ways from where he fell, having likely been carried by the river as he is wet and cold. (we can see his breath)

5 )Skoll finds evidence of his daughter being in or near the area, so his search begins

6) As he searches its clear the environment is cold and dark in places, a menacing and hostile looking area. Wildlife makes Skoll jumpy at points. (brandish his weapon just in case—here one could say he starts to enter a mindset of there is a threat in the woods)
7) Skoll finds a warg. At first he hides, not wanting to be spotted. Then he notices blood and something belonging to his daughter and fears the worst. Scared and angry, He attacks.

8) They fight until Skoll lands a serious wound on the beast, downing it. He raises his weapon for the killing blow.

9) A rock hits him in the face, a rock that his own daughter threw. We see her arm wrapped in a sling.

10) reflected in the daughter’s eyes is a ferocious warg beast.
